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The Development of Educational Research in the UK since 1945

Longitudinal Studies
Covering this topic comprehensively in a short paper is clearly going to be impossible.

The period of more than half a century since the Second World War has been one of major upheavals,



with a massive expansion of higher education and research, as well as the establishment with various
disciplines in the social sciences that were not part of higher education before 1945. The British
Sociological Association was founded in 1951, and the British Educational Research Association in
1974, perhaps reflecting the fact that teacher preparation before that time was largely conducted in
non-university colleges of higher education. So the changes have been huge, and the field as a whole
has been transformed.

For this reason I will focus on only one aspect of educational research in the UK, namely
longitudinal studies. These have been a prominent feature of educational research in the UK, not
least because they have been associated with three other developments, to which I shall return later.

The cohort studies that form the backbone of this style of educational research started in 1946
with the National Survey of Health and Development, funded by the Medical Research Council.
Although the original study was concentrated only on variables relevant to the study of health, the
fact that it was seen as a need for social medicine may have had a significant impact on subsequent
funding, as, generally speaking, medical research is funded more generously that educational
research in the UK. So educational research enjoyed a significant benefit when the approach was
extended to a multi-disciplinary study in 1958, called the National Child Development Study
(NCDS).

The website of the Centre for Longitudinal Studies at UCL Institute of Education
(http://www.cls.ioe.ac.uk/) provides details of the NCDS. It followed more than 17,000 children,
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every child born in England, Scotland and Wales in the third week of March 1958. Subsequent
surveys of as many as could be traced have been conducted when the participants were 7, 11, 16, 23,
33, 42, 46, 50 and 55. Data has been collected on the physical and educational development,
economic circumstances, employment, family life, health behaviour, wellbeing, social participation
and attitudes of the participants.

The actual data that has been collected has varied over the years, in part to reflect shifts in
theoretical concerns and in part as a response to the need to collect age-appropriate data. For
example, one of my favourite parts of the data collection are the essays of 11 year olds describing
how they envisaged there life would be at the age of 23. Only a sample of the participants were
selected to complete this task, but, apart from the obvious attraction of being able to compare the
content of the essays with what actually happened twelve years later, these essays give an interesting
insight into how children view their future. One of the most striking features of the essays is that the
children can relatively easily imagine their future life in terms of home life and travel to work, but
have a very limited understanding of what goes on in a normal workplace.

The success of the 1958 cohort study has led to it being followed by subsequent cohort studies
of children born in 1970, and 2000-1 respectively, as well as the Longitudinal Study of Young



People in England (LSYPE), which is an intensive study of adolescent development, starting at age
13-14, and tracking the participants each year for six years, with subsequent, less frequent surveys.
The Centre for Longitudinal Studies maintains a bibliography of research publications based
on the longitudinal studies, and includes reference to more than 4,000 publications. These are only
those publications that are based directly on the longitudinal studies, and must be seen as
complementary to the cross-sectional studies that examined similar issues, such as the seminal work

by Halsey, Heath and Ridge (1980).

The Confluence of Three Elements

Although I have chosen to focus very firmly on longitudinal cohort studies as a major growth
point in educational research after 1945, three concurrent developments have occurred that have had
a major impact on educational research more generally. The first has already been mentioned
obliquely, namely the development of multi-disciplinary studies funded through collaboration
between the various research councils in the UK.

The Economic and Social Research Council (ESRC) (the Social Science Research Council
before 1984) is the natural home for national government funding of educational research,
notwithstanding the ambitions of the Department for education to dabble in the water. However, by
judicious partnership with other funding councils under the umbrella of UK Research and Innovation,
the ESRC has been able to promote multi-disciplinary research at the same time as drawing in
financial resources that it cannot command alone. The origins of the cohort studies in medical
science are an early example of this.

At the same time as the activities of the ESRC have stimulated the collection of data, the
collection of data has impressed upon the ESRC the need for appropriate stewardship of that data, if
for no other reason than that the government should not have to collect the same data twice. For that
reason, the ESRC has made it a condition of projects that generate data in manageable formats, and
not only statistical data, to provide that data for archiving by the UK Data Service (formerly the
ESRC Data Archive). The UK Data Service makes the data it holds available to researchers and data
users in and beyond academia. The data available, in addition to that form the longitudinal cohort
studies, includes data from the national census of population and the household surveys.

This is an incredible resource for educational researchers and has helped to drive the growth of
educational research in its macro-sociological context. Although there is clearly scope for much
more us of this data, by social groups and advocates, for example, huge strides have been made in
making sure that data that has been collected is made widely available. In the case of the NCDS this
includes sample subsets of the data and instructional material to support the teaching of appropriate
methods in the social sciences.

At the same time, the idea of longitudinal cohort studies has caught the public imagination. In



a separate development, but one which was exactly contemporaneous with the 1958 National Child
Development Study, Granada Television started a series of documentary films following the lives of
fourteen young people, starting in 1964 when the children were seven. That first film, titled Seven
Up, has been followed by seven more documentaries at seven year intervals. Although there is no
direct connection between the series of films and the longitudinal cohort studies, the popularity of
the television series may have helped to create an environment where the funding of longitudinal
studies was secure.

The series of documentaries, Seven Up, 7 Plus Seven, 14 Up, 21 Up, and so on, has won both
plaudits and attracted criticism. According to Wikipedia (en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Up_Series) the series
topped a list of the 50 Greatest Documentaries. It has also been criticised for its lack of theoretical
rigour, since the sample was selected more for its ability to illustrate extreme differences than for its
ability to represent the whole cohort. It has also raised questions of bias in the way that the director
has chosen to frame the activities of the participants.

However, it has spawned a wealth of imitators from Australia, Belgium, Canada, Czechia,
France, Germany, Denmark, Italy, Japan, the Netherlands, South Africa, Sweden, the USSR and
Former Soviet States, and the USA.

Comparative Education

Against that general background, the development of comparative education may seem slight.
The early part of the period was taken up with discussion of the ways in which data could be
collected, reflecting the relatively greater difficulty of identifying comparable data across national
settings. Since 1970 that situation has begun to change, with UNESCO and the OECD holding ever
increasing amounts of broadly comparable data, and making it widely and freely available through
the UNESCO [Institute for Statistics (uis.unesco.org) and Education at a Glance
(http://www.oecd.org/education/education-at-a-glance/). However, the data lacks the richness of
detail available in national longitudinal studies, as well as the immediate impact and personal
interest of TV documentaries.

However, in view of the growing range of material available in the media on development
over the lifespan, perhaps now is the time to think about extending comparative education into the

area of media presentation of personal development.

Abstracts

Cambridge Ancient and Modern: A Model for Higher Education

YAMANOUCHI Hisaaki*
The paper is based on the talk given on Saturday 12 May 2018 at Meiji Gakuin University.
Cambridge is one of the centres of academic excellence as it is constantly ranked among the top two
or three in the survey of the universities in the world conducted by the Times Higher Education
Supplement. The indices to the ranking in the league table, however, tend to be incidental factors
such as the rate of citation of academic articles, the number of foreigners, the amount of external
research funds, etc. More important are those which are inherent in the institution and serve to
foster one generation after another of the minds that are not only excellent in themselves but also
able to contribute to the well-being of the human species. One of the most distinguished features of
Cambridge (Oxford also for that matter) is its dual system in which the University and its thirty-one
Colleges are at once independent and inter-dependent, as regards students’ admissions, academic
affairs, finance, appointment of members of staff, etc. The lectures given in the University (more
precisely, individual Faculties) are of the highest possible standard from which the students, if they
like, can absorb by far the most advanced knowledge in any discipline. More important, however,
is the way in which students are reared by ‘supervisions’ at their own Colleges. By writing weekly
essays on topics in accordance with the programme geared towards the ‘Tripos’ and by discussing
the essays with their supervisors they learn how to think and express themselves in both written and
spoken language. Regardless of their subject, by going through this process for their three
undergraduate years they become qualified to pursue their career in all walks of life. To make
matters simple, references are made to what I experienced during my two periods of stay in
Cambridge, 1967-76, as research student in English at Peterhouse and concurrently as Lector in
Japanese in the Faculty of Oriental Studies, and, 1984-85, as Visiting Fellow-Commoner at Trinity

College. The paper also includes topics such as English Studies, women in Cambridge, etc.

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Old but New Cambridge University
ISHIDA, Chiaki *

We had a precious opportunity to listen to the presentation of emeritus Professor, Yamauchi
Hisaaki, titled “Characteristics of the Education in Cambridge University; Sustainability
underpinned both by tradition and innovation”. Professor Yamauchi is well known as a researcher of
UK romantic poetry but this time we heard a talk about an education in Cambridge University that
based on his own experience as an international student and lecturer from 1968 to 1976.

It goes without saying that Cambridge University is a competitive university always ranked in
the top 10 in global evaluation. This high global presence and the quality of education are
maintained by adopting a College and University double structure. After admission, students become
members of College where most of the faculty members are fellows who are in charge of tuition for
students. Basically, the positioning of tuition in college is different from the supervision in
University but the contents follow the university curriculum. In College, eating and sleeping together,
each student goes through dense human relationships that involve their whole personality, taking
away the wall of discipline and working hard together. College is also the place of “Forming” to
learn the whole personality of supervisor.

Certainly, the high quality of education is supported by abundant funds (it is now
approximately 10 billion yen), but the culture of meritocracy is the primary factor of maintaining
superiority of Cambridge education. In this presentation, the characteristics that define the culture of
meritocracy were explained in detail.

Demands on and Assessment of School Education
--Bennesse and the Asahi Joint-Survey---
KIMURA Haruo*

Benesse Educational Research and Development Institute (BERD) and The Asahi Shinbun
have jointly conducted the "survey of parents' attitudes toward school education" since 2004. Ms.
Mayumi Ujioka and I who are in charge of this survey reported on the results at the workshop on
July 14, 2018.

The purpose of this study is to clarify how Japanese parents are evaluating the school their
children belong to and how they agree/disagree with the educational policy. We can read two
characteristics from the findings. The first is that the percentage of Japanese parents who answer
"satisfied" to school education is increasing every time. The second is that there are a lot of parents
who agree with today's educational reform.

On that day, we discussed the factors that increased the evaluation of the school while

“Parents’ Wishes on School Education”
the Asahi and Benesse Joint Survey over Parents’ Attitudes toward School Education
DOBASHI Mari*
A forum was held on the theme of the parents’ wishes on School Education according to the
Joint Survey on Parents’ attitudes toward School Education. The first session was conducted by Ms.
Mayumi Ujioka, a senior staff writer of the Asahi Shimbun, explaining about the motivation to start
the survey, the main points of how the parents’ attitudes have been changing over the last four
surveys, how the issues have been changing, how much educational disparities have been concerned,
and what the investigators mainly focused on. The second session was conducted by Mr. Haruo
Kimura on the basis of the survey. While the parents’ attitudes toward school education was closely
observed, the analysis was made concerning which parents would benefit from the reform
economically, culturally and regionally as well as how their attitudes have changed over time. He
also referred to the possibility of merits and demerits of the Educational Reforms in terms of
neoliberalism and great considerations for too much emphasis on competency. It was discussed even
though the majority of parents support the reform, the main challenge is how, and by whom, the
information can be clearly and concisely conveyed to the public. The speaker concluded by
encouraging continued observation post 2020.

Parent's Wishes for School Education

SUGIYAMA Haruhiro*
On the occasion of Round Table Talk (kenkyu-sawa-kai) on July 14th, I heard Ms. Mayumi
Ujioka (the Asahi) and Mr. Haruo Kimura (Bennesse Corporation) talk on the outcomes from their
joint-surveys over the topics mentioned above (the title of this short column). What the survey has
found attracted the attention of the participants. I would illustrate two points for further discussions.
Many parents think that school education for their children is satisfactory in relation to the
ideals or needs that they personally prioritize in nurturing their children. There are, however,
discrepancies between rich families and the poor upon out-of-school children’s activities. The former
can send their children to practice arts and sports and also to cramming schools while the latter
cannot. The discrepancies as such can be found between those in urbanized densely populated areas
and those in areas with a sparse population. How far is it possible to generalize the conclusions of

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the survey-outcomes?

As to research methods and methodology, in concrete terms there arose some issues regarding
the construction of questionnaires. The questionnaires seemed to induce the respondents to
affirmative acceptance of the day-to-day practices which can be observed relevant. What can be
better ways for analyzing the depth of parental satisfactions and dis-satisfactions regarding children’s
schooling?

As a school teacher, I would ask every educational researcher to build any research plans so
that the plans may be (1) clear in identifying the research purpose and objects and (2) generative in
supporting teaching in the broader sense of the word. School teachers wish to have fact-finding
information not on parental “me-centered wishes” but on civic cum parental views touching
schooling in general.

In concluding, I hope that an educational research project could be productive enough to
suggest practitioners at school and educational authorities the possibility to enhance their services,
and to let parents, care-takers and social workers know the real needs of children and the young who
would highly make use of schooling. It is our turn to review how far the outcomes from this survey

can be practically fed back to practice.

On Adult Education and Life-Long Learning
--The English cases in the 1980s and the90s--
FURUSAKA, Hajime*

I had a great opportunity to listen to the presentation on 18" November 2018 by Professor
Takazane Uesugi who is the Emeritus Professor of Kyoto University. It was personally a good timing
because ‘Overseas Lifelong Learning’ was revised in September this year after 7 years and published
by MEXT where I work.

The presentation mainly consists of four topics as follows; ‘Changing the concept of adult
education’ ’Improvement of community education’ ‘Changing further education’ ‘The trends of
lifelong learning’. Professor Uesugi mainly talked about 80s and 90s but also mentioned adult
education nowadays. We learned that adult education was in its prime in 1980s but started to go into
a decline in terms of the fund supplied by the government.

Summary of the Education Theory of M. V. C. Jeffreys

On Saturday, October 27, 2018, there was the presentation of the education theory of M. V. C.
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Jeffreys by Emeritus Professor Shinichi Suzuki at Meiji Gakuin University. At first, as for the
contents of the presentation, it was started in looking back on the life of Jeffreys, and then, there was
the introduction about the summary of his well-known book "Glaucon - an enquiry into the aims of
education” that he published in 1950. In this work, Jeffreys mentioned that the purpose of education
is being a person (the personal) and a historic thing (the historical) as the point that is important to
education. Furthermore, he noted the existence of the others as being necessary for education from
this presentation. However, in recent years, education has tended to be diminish human value or
value of the personality by having given priority to the Industrial Revolution and technological
change. So he mentioned that we need to focus on human value again in education. Accordingly, he
asserted that it needs to open a school towards the community outside of the school, and it also needs
to bring a community more close to schools. It was a great opportunity for me and all the
participants to think again about the way of education and a purpose of education.

Recently the university advancement rate in the UK has risen compared to the last century, and
leaving school age is 18 years old, which means, it is mandatory to keep learning through
apprenticeship or some other options for 2 years from 16 to 18 years old even if you do not go to
university. The government stresses to gain the training and/or skills which are directly useful the
future employment. Also, digitalization is improving in all of the education stages now, and many
online classes using MOOC:s are available in Open University as an example. When thinking above,
I cannot help recognizing how important to face the updated learning style focusing on not only
‘adult education’ but ‘lifelong learning’ as a whole.

2018 General Research Meeting Report

2018 General Research Meeting was held on December 8 and 9, 2018. On Day 1, it featured
“Education and Ethnic Minority” and four researchers from UK and China talked on minority issues
based on their research interests. Prof McCulloch presented the overview of the research focused on
education and ethnic minorities with particular reference to the US, Australia, New Zealand and the
UK. Recently the struggles experienced by particular ethnic minorities in different local and national
contexts have been written from their own perspectives. More work with an emphasis on the
transnational histories of imperialism, colonialism and immigration will enrich our knowledge and
understanding of the issue. Dr Hanna shared the experience of EAL (English as an additional
language) children in primary schools in UK. It had a lot in common with JSL (Japanese as second
language) children in Japan. Using ethnic minority education as identifier, Dr Zhou searched the

database (China National Knowledge Infrastructure) to retrieve 325 doctoral theses. She then
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classified them by year of publication, degree granting university and research theme. Dr Mei
presented her on-going research about the stress experienced by bilingual teachers in ethnic minority
schools in inner Mongolia Autonomous Region. On Day 2, two presentations on the history of
educational studies in UK. Prof Turner introduced a longitudinal study called Cohort studies. Prof
McCulloch historically reviewed the character of educational studies and research since the
beginning of 20™ century with “interdisciplinarity” as a key word.

Book Review ‘ENGLISH ODYSSEY’

This book was edited for all the Japanese learners of English, English teachers
and citizens. As it’s sub title ‘ENGLISH ODYSSEY’ suggests, the editors intend to give
the readers some virtual experiences of travelling around the world where English is
spoken or used either as official language or the second to mother tongues. It was often
said that Japanese people might feel themselves being inferior to others in expressing
their opinions in English. Despite the fact that the Ministry of Education has often
revised the course of studies and introduced new ideas and measures for teaching
English, more learners of English on secondary and tertiary levels have been
unsuccessful in obtaining enough skills and fluency for them to converse with others in
some international circumstances. As the result, many Japanese people seem to think of
themselves to be retarded in English capability. Of late Ministry of Education has
introduced a new course of studies into primary schools and it requires all primary
children to start learning English as a school subject from the 3vd grade on. I wonder if
such a policy choice can be relevant and would accuse the policy-makers of their
insufficient surveys over the actual possibilities for pupils to learn and for school
teachers to teach English within the present poor provisions of school management.

This book would enlighten more people saying that Japanese learners could have
plenty of cultural knowledge and could cultivate sensitivity to liberal arts by way of
learning English. Language is the very best of Culture itself. Becoming familiar with
English speaking communities, people will be more able to communicate with other
with natural confidence in uttering active English.

I’d like to recommend this book not only for English learners and teachers but also
for elementary homeroom teachers who now have to do with teaching English without
teaching license in English.
